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The Formentera Council announces four job postings, one of which, for an administrative
assistant, is a roll-over from an earlier initiative to create a pool of potential reserve staff.

The third offer—for an individual trained in agriculture, with farming-specific higher technical
training or studies in engineering—will help fill the approximately one-year opening of a staff
member on leave. The terms of that offer are likewise available through September 6 on the
SOIB website.

Lastly, the Council announces two positions for sports monitors to guide classes in the
swimming pool and fitness centre. The offer will be listed on SOIB's website until the application
deadline, August 29.
